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Unido Europeia e Angola assinam um novo acordo deaperacao -
"Caminho Conjunto Angola — Unido Europeia”

A Unido Europeia e Angola assinaram hoje um novo acdo de cooperacgdo intitulado
"Caminho Conjunto Angola — Unido Europeia".

Este acordo visa elevar a um novo patamar o relagiento entre Angola e a Unido
Europeia, através do aprofundamento do didlogdigmlé da cooperacéo bilateral em areas
de interesse comum, reconhecendo o papel crescentdngola no plano regional e
internacional e a importancia do reforgo do relaamento bilateral.

A intensificacdo do didlogo e da cooperagdo entngofe e a Unido Europeia abrange
diversas areas, nomeadamente as questdes de pauranga, crescimento econdémico e
desenvolvimento sustentavel, boa governagédo etadirdiumanos, energia, transportes,
ambiente, ciéncia e tecnologia, e educacao.

O "Caminho Conjunto" foi assinado por CatherinetdshAlta Representante para a Politica
Externa e de Seguranga/Vice-Presidente da Comiss@peia, Andris Piebalgs, Comissario
Europeu para o Desenvolvimento, e pelo Ministro Badacbes Exteriores de Angola,
Georges Chicoti, e a Ministra do Planeamento, Amas [Lourenco, numa ceriménia em
Bruxelas presidida pelo Presidente da ComissaopeiapJosé Manuel Durdo Barroso.

A Unido Europeia € o maior doador a fundo perdido d Angola Ao abrigo do 10° Fundo
Europeu para o Desenvolvimento, mais de 250 milltgeguros foram destinados a um
programa de cooperacdo plurianual (2008-2013) camgola. No ambito deste programa,
estdo a ser desenvolvidos projectos nas areasadgolvernacéo, justica e apoio institucional,
saude e educacao, agua e saneamento, desenvotvimezif desminagem, direitos humanos
e apoio a actores nado-estatais.

A Unido Europeia € igualmenten importante parceiro de Angola no plano econémice
politico. Segundo os Ultimos dados disponiveis, as expgmsagla UE para Angola
duplicaram desde 2005 e a UE é hoje o maior expartpara Angola e o seu terceiro
principal parceiro comercial em termos globais. igportacbes de Angola também
aumentaram significativamente no mesmo periodoelacéo bilateral tem ainda assumido
crescente relevancia no quadro dos fluxos de iimvesto.

No plano politico, o didlogo entre Angola e a Unido Europeia tenfesilecido na Ultima
década, beneficiando recentemente do exercicicApgola da Presidéncia da SADC e a
CPLP. A recente visita a Angola do Presidente dmi€sio Europeia, José Manuel Durdo
Barroso, assinalou este reforco das relacdes tailate abriu caminho a concretizacdo deste
novo acordo.
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European Union and Angola sign a new cooperation agement - "Joint
Way Forward Angola - European Union"

The European Union and Angola signed today a new operation agreement, entitled
"Joint Way Forward Angola - European Union".

This agreement aims to raise to a new level tregiogiship between Angola and the EU, by
deepening the political dialogue and bilateral @yation in areas of common interest,
recognizing Angola's growing regional and intermasl role and the importance of
strengthening the bilateral relationship.

The intensified dialogue and cooperation betweegofmand the European Union will cover
several areas, including peace and security, ecocngrawth and sustainable development,
good governance and human rights, energy, transpavironment, science and technology,
and education.

The "Joint Way Forward" was signed by CatherinetéshHigh Representative for Foreign
Affairs and Security Policy / Vice-President of tl®ropean Commission, and Andris
Piebalgs, European Commissioner for Developmert bgrthe Minister of Foreign Affairs of
Angola, Georges Chicoti, and the Minister of PlaigniAna Dias Lourenco, in a ceremony in
Brussels presided by the President of the Euro@eanmission, Jose Manuel Durdo Barroso.

The European Union is the largest donor in Angola Under the 10th European
Development Fund (2008-2013), more that €250 mmilliave been allocated to a multi-year
cooperation program with Angola, with projects leideveloped in the areas of good
governance, justice and institutional support, theahd education, water and sanitation, rural
development, demining, human rights and suppoméor-state actors.

The European Union is also amportant economic and political partner of Angola
According to the latest available data, EU exptwtAngola have doubled since 2005 and the
EU is now the largest exporter to Angola and itedtkargest trading partner overall. Imports
from Angola also increased significantly during tbeame period. The bilateral relationship
has also assumed increasing relevance in ternmyve$timent flows.

At the political level, dialogue between Angola and the EU has beengilrened over the
last decade, benefiting recently from Angola's sy of SADC and CPLP. A recent visit
to Angola of the President of European Commissimse Manuel Durdo Barroso, signaled
this strengthening of bilateral relations and patled way for achievement of this new
agreement.
