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Back to Squares
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People flocked back to squares in reaction to the decision to hold the first People’s Assembly session on January 23rd. 
In Tahrir square, a number of political powers prepared to receive the million-person protest they called ‘honor restoring to women protesters’.
Activists made calls for women marches in governorates across Egypt.
The Muslim Brotherhood’s Freedom and Justice Party boycotted this Friday’s million-person protests. They added that they had faith in the SCAF. FJP asserted that speeding up the presidential elections is the answer to the current crisis. 
Al-Jama’a al-Islamiya, meanwhile, warned that Tahrir protests were meant to cause more clashes with the Army. It also rejected the pro-SCAF protests in Abbasiyya, saying this would only widen rifts. 
A number of political forces hailed Tantawi’s decision to hold the first session of the new People’s Assembly on January 23.

Elections Updates in al-Ahram 
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Indicators show Islamists parties, MB’s FJP and Salafist al-Nour, won 48 out of 60 seats, 80% of individual seats.
There is a possibility, according to indicators, for former NDPs and independents to win 10 seats.
In runoffs, the race for the majority of seats in 8 governorates was taking place only between FJP’s 49 candidates and al-Nour’s 36. 
In South Giza, a Coptic young man, Yasir Halim, said he was going to vote for the Salafist al-Nour for being “the most trust worthy party.”
148 individual candidates in 13 lists in Dokki and Imbaba, where runoffs will be conducted for four candidates, compete. Two of the four are FJP’s Amr Darrag, brackets candidate, and Ayman Sadik, worker candidate, are competing against Amr al-Shobaki, independent brackets candidate, and Essam Bahey al-Din, independent worker candidate.
Detainee blogger and activist Alaa’ Abdel-Fattah casts his vote from Tora prison.
The Muslim Brotherhood’s FJP and the Salafist al-Nour party join forces in the second single-member constituency in Sohag. “If you seek constructiveness, choose the fish and the train,” was their motto, referring to the electoral symbols of the two parties.

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Elections Updates
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Bloodshed in the runoffs of the second phase of the parliamentary elections as two died in Beni Suef, and another two were injured. 

In Imbaba and Dokki, camping tents appeared once again in front of polling stations. 

As part of the fierce war the Muslim Brotherhood waged on the independent candidate, Amr al-Shobaki, fliers appeared claiming al-Shobaki was a founder of the dissolved NDP’s youth committee, in an attempt to depopularize him. The fliers, which were distributed by the MB’s youths, also stated that al-Shobaki was the right arm to the NDP’s secretary general, was backed by the Church and the Egyptian Bloc. This, according to the flier, could lead to sectarian sedition.

Human Right organizations detected weak participation in the early hours of the last day of the runoffs of the second phase of the elections. They also detected violations of the pre-election silence. Some publicity promoted voting for “the Sharia of Allah.”

Meanwhile, Judge Yosry Abdel-Karim, head of the technical office of the HEC, said that HEC had not received “a single complaint,” adding that the results will be announced tomorrow. 
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Mohamed Mahmoud Judges Confiscate Museum Cameras
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Informed sources revealed that the two investigative judges examining the Mohamed Mahmoud St. clashes case ordered confiscation of the Egyptian Museum’s monitoring cameras to use as an exhibit. 
The sources, which requested anonymity, said the Museum camera filmed the whole incident. The Curator had asked the technicians to record everything to avoid repeating the errors that happened when the 25 January revolution started as the films were erased.

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Islamist Group Claims Responsibility for Gas Pipe Bombings
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An Islamist group calling itself ‘Ansar al-Jihad fi Sinai’ (Pro-Jihad in Sinai) claimed responsibility for the Gas pipeline in Sinain pumping to Israel, as well as the attacks on the Eilat bus attack. 
The group made a statement that was handed out in North Sinai and posted online, in which it pledged to wage war on the “corrupt regime” and its Jewish and American supporters.

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Election Updates
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The second day of the runoffs of the second phase of the elections in the fifth constituency in Giza was marked by a strong participation by women. 
In the third constituency, turnout reached 25%. 
Calm reigned over polling stations in Boulac and Omraniya, second constituency, owing to the absence of former NDP candidates in these districts. 
After having cast his vote in the runoffs of the second phase in Dokki, presidential hopeful Hazem Salah Abou Ismail called on all political forces to be patient for 20 more days until the elections are over. Abou-Ismail explained that by the announcing of the results of the third phase of the elections, the first constitutional body will have been completed.
The MB’s FJP demand repeating party lists vote count in Giza, Sharqiya, Sohag and Beheira in a request submitted by its legal committee to the HEC.
In Aswan, a judge supervising a polling station in Abdel Malek Awdoun in al-Sail al-Gadid, banned al-Nour party’s agent from entering the station as she was caught publicizing for her candidate in an attempt to influence a voter.
Weak turn out of voters in Ismailia and Sharqiya. Military police intervened in Sohag to stop violations of pre-election silence by campaigning in front of the polling stations.
Judge Mahmoud al-Sherif, the spokesperson for the Judges’ Club said that the operation room received no reports of violations in the runoffs of the second phase of the elections.
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MB Accuses Sawiris of Sectarianism 
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In its statement, yesterday, the Muslim Brotherhood attacked the Coptic business tycoon Naguib Sawiris, accusing him of sectarianism. They added that he rumored lies about the group and that he declares his sectarianism as he called for the abolishment of the second article of the Constitution, right after the revolution erupted. 

On his part, Sawiris said he was surprised to learn that the group dedicated a whole statement for these accusations despite the fact its FJP won the majority of seats in the Parliament. He interpreted the group’s act as “fear of him disclosing their legal violations,” asking them to reveal their funding sources and to accept to be monitored.

Sawiris refuted the MB’s claims that the Coptic Orthodox Church urges the Copts to vote for the Egyptian Bloc, which includes the Free Egyptians party founded by Sawiris.

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Elections Update in al-Dustour  
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The last day of the runoffs of the second phase of the parliamentary elections witnessed a weak turnout of voters. 
In Sharqiyyah, some candidates had to use microphones to urge voters to take to the polls, warning of the fine imposed on the abstainers.
MB’s political arm, FJP, said the party’s central operation room detected rejection by heads of some polling stations to allow enough number of vote count agents inside the stations on the pretext that they were too many. 
The Salafist party al-Nour handed out fliers deeming the Muslim Brotherhood infidels, and accusing whoever won’t give them their votes of infidelity, debauchery and betrayal of trust.
In Sohag, bribes were detected in some polling stations, as votes were bought for LE300-350 each. In the second constituency, an independent candidate offered LE200 per vote. The same was reported in the third constituency where supporters of a number of candidates paid LE300 against one vote.
Egypt’s National Council for Human Rights (NCHR) demanded the HEC of respecting court decisions to ensure the validity of the electoral process. The Council received 50 violation reports from Giza, Sohag, Aswan, Sharqiyya and Menoufiyya. The violations varied between breaching pre-election silence, attempting to influence voters’ choice inside stations, and buying votes. 
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Arab Spring Martyrs’ Families Meet
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The family of Khalid Said, the torture victim whose case sparked up the Egyptian revolution, received the family of Ahmed al-Darwish, a Yemeni revolutionary who was also tortured to death and whose case triggered the Yemeni revolution. 
Khaled Said brothers called for establishing a coalition for torture victims in Egypt, Yemen, Tunisia, Libya, Syria and all Arab countries where revolutionaries were oppressed and tortured.

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Al-Tahrir Election Updates
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The electoral scene in the second day of the runoffs of the second phase of the parliamentary elections was no different from that of the preceding day. Weak turnout was a common feature. 
Operation room of the FJP said the turnout was no more than 20% on this day, while al-Nour’s operation room said it was no more than 70% of the voters of the first round, including the party lists elections in the first constituency in Menoufiya, and the second constituencies in Sohag and Beheira.
The second day of the runoffs in Giza was also the same as in other governorates; violations of pre-election silence took place as campaigning continued inside and outside polling stations. 
Clashes were reported, in several Giza constituencies, between the supporters of FJP’s candidate Mahmoud Amer and al-Nour’s Dr. Emad al-Halaby. The supporters of the two candidates competed over pulling voters on stations doors. The same happened between the supporters of the former NDP Mostafa Gaafar and the independent candidate Ahmed Yusuf Khaled. 
The third constituency witnessed heated race between the four runoff candidates. 
In Suez, the polling stations were only visited by the officials overseeing the electoral process and a very few number of voters. 
A judge heading a polling station in Beni Suef is said to have urged voters to give their votes to al-Nour party’s candidate.
In Menoufiyya, thuggery, vote stuffing, rigging attempts and clashes between supporters of candidates were detected.

Thousands of Ain Shams University students took to the streets, marching from Rabia al-Adawiya Mosque in Madinet Nasr, while others carried a symbolic coffin all the way from the University to the Mosque, asking for avengence of the murderers of their university mate victims. 
The students marches protested the excessive violence the Army soldiers used against Qasr al-Aini protesters. 
The University’s engineering student, Mohamed Mustafa, was the third to drop dead after being shot in the back. Mustafa was also Egypt’s tennis team champion.
Students of mdical school, where martyr Alaa’ Abdel-Hady studied, also joined the marches which headed to the Ministry of Defence, denouncing SCAF’s use of violence.

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Election Updates
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A very low voter turnout was observed in the runoffs of the second phase of the parliamentary elections in all 5 constituencies in Sharqiyyah. 
A female Brotherhood candidate in south of Qalyobiya, Huda Ghaniyyah, was reported as saying that the Brotherhood aims at setting grounds for a civil state.
The Coptic voter turnout in the second day of the runoffs was absent in Aswan, unlike the case in the first round. The Copts ascribed this to the fact that their taking to the polls in the first round was to support the Egyptian Bloc that has no candidates in the runoffs.
Some Salafis are said to have given up supporting an Islamist group candidate for not growing a beard.

Elections Updates
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Calm reigned over polling stations in Beni Suef in the runoffs of the second day of the second phase of the parliamentary elections.
Agents of MB’s FJP and Salafi party al-Nour stood in front of the polling stations having tea and saying they were rivals in a legitimate competition. 
A Coptic voter, Hoda Gamil, who was casting her vote in Hoda Sha’rawi School in Giza, said the results were already decided to the favor of the Islamist parties. “We all knew this since the referendum on the constitutional amendments,” she said.
In the second constituency, including Omraniya, Talibiyah and Boulac, polling stations were void of voters in the early hours in a number of schools: Sadat Preliminary, Om al-Abtal High School for Girls, Othman ibn Affan, Ahmed Zuweil, Andalus, and Hoda Sha’rawi.
Clashes and electoral violations were detected in Sohag. 
Al-Nour party mobilized its supporters in Alexandria to campaign in Beheira.
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Election Updates
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Preliminary results of the runoffs for 83 seats in the second phase of the parliamentary elections showed the Muslim Brotherhood’s political arm Freedom and Justice Party comes on top, followed by the Salafist party al-Nour and then the independent candidates.

According to preliminary results of the runoffs, FJP won 20 seats of a total of 32 seats. Al-Nour won 6 seats. Independent candidates also won 6 seats. Vote count is still being carried out for 27 individual seats. 
The Head of the HEC in Sharqiyah, announced that the results will be postponed in the third and fifth constituencies until contestations filed in them are decided. 
Most prominent winners are Amr al-Shobaki, in Dokki and Imbaba, Mohamed al-Omda in Aswan. 
Operations room in the Ministry of Foreign Affairs completed vote count for expatriate Egyptians and submitted the results to the HEC, yesterday. 35,750 expatriate Egyptians cast their votes in the second phase.

Dr. Heba Raouf Ezzat, assistant professor of political science at Cairo University: I paid a visit, today, to fellow sister, Azza, who ran to defend the girl who was being assaulted by the Army and was in turn brutally beaten up by the soldiers. I had never imagined all those injuries or her condition. I could only stay for a few minutes. There was not a spot I could tap her or kiss her on except her hand.
People who say we seek to incite sedition and to bring down Egypt according to a plot. We dream, just like  you, of a stable country and a better future for our kids and yours. Many of us sacrificed dearly for the love of the country. Many of us srved in the Army and join Tahrir protests. It’s not about you and us, because we are all in the same boat. I wish you would give up the idea of us being “agents” and “infiltrators.” We’re not after destroying the Army or insulting it. To the contrary, since January 28, we had chanted “People and Army, one hand.” But the murders, torture, beating and dragging now happening is unacceptable to everyone. People call on the Army to immediately go back to barracks to preserve its unity. Armies should not be involved in politics. A confrontation between the people and the Army is a loss-loss situation for Egypt. Our mindset might be different than that of many Egyptians, but I would like to remind you that hadn’t been for this mindset, we would still be seeing Mubarak’s photos hanging on all walls of public offices.
