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Public Transport Authority Workers Escalate Their Strike, SCAF Deploys Army
Buses
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The strike of Public Transport Authority’s workers continued for the seventh day in a
row. SCAF responded by deploying more army buses in an attempt to solve the current
crisis, particularly after the majority of microbus drivers stopped working as a result of the
lack of diesel fuel. SCAF decided to provide more army buses to meet the people’s needs as
of today.

Public Transport Authority’s workers decided to escalate their position by marching
from the authority’s garages to the People’s Assembly and holding an open-ended sit-in
until their demands are fulfilled.

Tarek Al-Sayed, official spokesman for the independent syndicate of Public Transport
workers, said there will be a meeting with the government’s transportation committee and
Cairo’s governor to negotiate the workers” demands. He confirmed that workers will not
give up their demands and they have lost confidence in the government’s promises and
they are expecting real decisions to be taken.
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SCAF Contacts Arab Countries to Assist in Solving Fuel Crisis
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An official military source said yesterday that the Supreme Council of Armed Forces is
engaged in intensive contacts with some of the Arab countries to request assistance in
solving the current fuel crisis in the country.

Hani Dahi, Chairman of the Egyptian General Petroleum Company, said that providing
the daily supply of diesel fuel requires EGP250 million daily. He explained that the Ministry
of Interior allocated $150 million for buying diesel fuel, which allowed the ministry to buy
enough fuel for the next five days. However, according to Dahi, Arab countries still refuse
to provide Egypt with its daily supply of petroleum products unless Egypt paid them in
advance and without facilitating any of the payments.
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Sharp Crisis Erupts over Constituent Assembly
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A joint session of both lower and upper houses of parliament was held Saturday to
choose the 100 members of the Constituent Assembly to write the nation’s constitution.

However, sharp crises erupted after several MPs accused the Freedom and Justice Party
(FJP) of following the same patterns of the once-ruling National Democratic Party (NDP) in
forcing its opinion on the minority.

The counting process was not completed before the newspaper started printing.

The counting committee was led by MP Mostafa el-Bakri.
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Washington Restores Egypt Aid over Industrial Interests
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An intense debate over resuming military assistance to Egypt, which in the end was
approved by US State Secretary Hillary Clinton, turned in part on a question that had nothing
to do with democratic progress in Egypt but rather with American jobs at home.

A delay or a cut in $1.3 billion in military aid to Egypt risked breaking existing contracts
with American arms manufacturers that could have shut down production lines and involved
significant financial penalties, according to the New York Times.

Since the Pentagon buys weapons for foreign armed forces like Egypt’s, the cost of those
penalties — which one senior official said could have reached $2 billion if all sales had been
halted — would have been borne by the American taxpayer, not Egypt’s ruling generals.

Clinton’s decision to resume military assistance, which has been a foundation of United
States-Egyptian relations for over three decades, sidestepped a new Congressional requirement
that for the first time directly links arms sales to Egypt’s protection of basic freedoms. No new
military aid had been delivered since the fiscal year began last October, and Egypt’s military
has all but exhausted funds approved in previous years.
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Libyan Tribesmen Close Egypt Border Crossing
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frontier, residents and officials said.

Libyan tribesmen have closed the country's main border crossing with Egypt,
complaining of a rise in crime and rampant smuggling of drugs and weapons across the

Although most of the Libyan smugglers are members of the same Wilad Ali tribe that
has profited handsomely from the smuggling, tribal elders and residents affected by the
lawlessness decided the only solution was to take matters into their own hands.

Libyan Interior Ministry spokesman Abdel-Salam al-Tounis said Saturday the
government is sending officials to the border to resolve the standoff. The transitional
government has trained a number of security officers in border protection, and some have
already been sent to work on Libya's main crossing on its western border with Tunisia.
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Thousands Reject Formation of Constituent Assembly
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Thousands of political activists staged a protest outside the venue of the joint
parliamentary session held to choose members of the Constituent Assembly that would draft
the nation’s post revolutionary constitution.

Among the protesting groups were Kefaya Movement, Free Egyptian Party, Tagammu
Party and Justice Party.

They expressed their rejection of the 50% proportion allocated for the MPs in the
composition of the constitution-drafting body.
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Parliament to Decide Fate of El-Ganzouri’s Government
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Senior Judge Mahmoud Al-Khodeiri, head of the parliament’s legislative committee,
confirmed that the ruling Supreme Council of Armed Forces does not have the power to
dissolve the parliament. He explained that SCAF is currently the acting president of the
country and that the constitution does not grant SCAF generals the power to dissolve the
parliament.

Dr. Amar Ali Hassan, political analyst, had mentioned that he received information
confirming that Head of SCAF Field Marshal Mohamed Hussein Tantawi threatened
Speaker of the People’s Assembly Dr. Saad Al-Katatni to dissolve the parliament in case the
latter decided to withdraw confidence from El-Ganzouri’s government. Senior Judge Al-
Khodeiri commented by saying, “I do not believe such talks. The Field Marshal would never
say it and Al-Katatni would not accept it either.”

MP Sayed Askar said the parliament’s position will be clear by a statement that will be
issued on Wednesday to respond to the statement of El-Ganzouri’'s government.
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Egypt’'s Constitution is Witnessing a Catastrophe
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The third and last joint meeting between Members of the People’s Assembly and the
Shoura Council was “catastrophic,” Al-Tahrir journalists wrote. In the meeting, Members of
the Parliament selected 100 members of the Constituent Assembly that will undertake the
task of drafting Egypt’'s new constitution.

A number of liberal and independent MPs withdrew from the meeting to protest the
Islamists domination over the selection of the assembly’s member, whereas others refused
the list of names suggested by Islamists and proposed solutions that were not taken into
consideration.

The meeting was characterized by “confusion” and only the previously-prepared list of
100 names proposed by the Freedom and Justice Party and Al-Nour Salafi Party was
discussed and gained the majority’s approval.

Egypt's Democratic Party MP Bassem Kamel said the four political parties which
withdrew from the meeting were: The Free Egyptians Party, Revolution Continues Alliance,
the Egyptian Social Democratic Party and Al-Tagamu’ Party. They issued a joint statement
declaring the reasons behind their decision to withdraw from the meeting. These parties
confirmed that the constitution-drafting panel do not reflect all the segments of the Egyptian
society and is heavily dominated by the Muslim Brotherhood and Salafis. They stressed that
drafting the constitution requires creating consensus not excluding opinions of others.
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Complaint with Public Prosecutor Demanding Dissolution of FJP
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Lawyers Union filed a complaint with Public Prosecutor Judge Abdel Megid Mahmoud
demanding the dissolution of the Freedom and Justice Party, political wing of the Muslim
Brotherhood, in addition to opening an investigation with MB Supreme Guide Dr.
Mohamed Badie.

They accused them of violating the law organizing the work of political parties as the
FJP has relations with a faith-based organization. Lawyers mentioned that Article 71 of Law
No. 12, organizing the establishment and work of political parties, states that the head of the
Political Affairs Committee has the right to dissolve any political party, if an investigation
was made by the Pubic Prosecution which proved that the party violated the rules.

The Lawyers Union demanded investigating the relations between the FJP and the
Muslim Brotherhood, referring to the international dimension of the latter.
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Salafists Back Abu-Ismail in Presidential Bid
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The Salafists” Shura (consultative) council agreed unanimously to back presidential

hopeful Hazem Salah Abu-Ismail in the elections.

In a statement issued following a meeting Saturday, the council announced its support
for Abu-Ismail, dubbing him as the most “Competent” to apply the principles of justice and

carry out the Islamic Sharia (law).
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Port Said on Fire
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Port Said governorate has turned into a war zone as thousands of protesters took to the
streets after a two-season ban was imposed on their football club Al-Masry.

According to Health Ministry statistics, one person was killed and hundreds were
injured after protests broke out when the Egyptian Football Association imposed sanctions on

their favorite football club and ordered the closure of the governorate’s stadium.

In the vicinity of the Suez Canal Authority premises, clashes erupted between protesters
and joint army and police forces, leaving a 13-year-old boy dead and hundreds injured.

Security forces fired tear gas in a bid to disperse the protesters.

The funeral of the boy, identified as Bilal Mahfouz, has transformed to an angry
demonstration. The protesters blocked all southern roads leading to the governorate.

Meanwhile, Major General Adel el-Ghadban, the military ruler of Port Said, denied that
live ammunition was used to disperse the protesters.
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Ahly Fans Start Open-Ended Sit-In
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Hardcore football fans of Al-Ahly Club, known as Ultras Ahlawy, announced starting an
open-ended sit-in outside the premises of the Egyptian Football Association (EFA) to protest,

why they dubbed as, “absurd” decisions on the Port Said massacre.

The Ultras condemned EFA’s decision to slap a two-season ban on Al-Masry football
club and a three-season ban on Port Said Stadium in the aftermath of last month’s bloody riots,

which left 74 people dead.

In a statement, they called for freezing all activities of Al-Masry Club for three years.

They also urged all football fans to follow suit and join the sit-in.
