After considerable controversy, the Egyptian parliament formed the Constituent 
Assembly that will be responsible for drafting the Constitution.  

Members of the 100-member assembly were elected. The elected names were all on the 
list suggested by the Muslim Brotherhood. 

Speaker of the people Assembly declared that the first session of the assembly will be 
held on Wednesday. 

The election of the assembly’s members finished at dawn. 50 of the 100 members are 
MPs; 37 of them are from the People’s Assembly and 13 members of the Shura Council.

Military Prosecution in Isma’iliya decided to refer 15 persons to an immediate trial, 
accusing them of committing acts of riot during the recent clashes and attempted sabotage of 
the Suez Canal Authority’s building.
