The EU has committed to devote at least 20% of our worldwide development assistance funding
to climate action. However in Egypt the share of climate relevant assistance already exceeds
40% of our activity here.

Indeed, over 770 million Euros of EU grant assistance in Egypt is having a positive impact on
climate, and part of this has also helped to leverage additional concessional loans from the
European Investment Bank and other EU development Banks of some 4.65 Billion Euros. In
addition, a number of EU member states are implementing their own climate relevant assistance
here.

Both adaptation (helping people adjust to the effects of climate change) and mitigation (tackling
the root causes of it) are key priorities.

And so EU funded projects in Egypt work in renewable and clean energy, energy efficiency,
transport, sanitation, water and waste management, pollution abatement, housing and

agriculture.

Our wider work in the water sector is also helping in adaptation: one of its main goals relates to
promoting a climate relevant integrated approach to water resources management. We are also
engaged in programmes covering for example energy efficiency in the housing sector,

integrated coastal zone management, sustainable agriculture, as well as disaster risk reduction.

Successful implementation of the Paris Agreement depends both on political will and on actions
such as these, and working with our partners here in Egypt, we are confident that we are on the
right track
