They
represent Germany's second biggest Ph.D. student community from abroad.
- Every year, more than 1,000 Indian students & researchers are funded by the 
DAAD to study in Germany
- India is Germany's closest partner outside of Europe when it comes to joint funding
of major research facilities: India has invested over 270 Crore Rupees into the
particle accelerators FAIR in Darmstadt and DESY in Hamburg.
- Indo-German cooperation in research dates back to governmental agreements in
1971 and 1974
