The fact that elections were for the first time organised across the whole of Kosovo is a major success.
The EU Election Observation Mission will be issuing a preliminary statement tomorrow which will look in more detail into how the 2nd round of local elections was carried out. I commend the CEC, OSCE and the security institutions - State Prosecutor's Office, Kosovo Police, EULEX and KFOR, for their effective role in making these elections possible regardless of their complexity".
