Žbogar inaugurates reconstructed school in Peja with EU-funded Energy Efficiency Measures
The head of EU Office in Kosovo/EU Special Representative, Samuel Žbogar, together with Peja Major Gazmend Muhaxhiri and Minister for Economic Development Fadil Ismajli inaugurated on Monday, 20 October, "8 Marsi" (March 8) school in Peja/Pec, reconstructed with the EU-funded Energy Efficiency Measures for Public Buildings. 
8 Marsi school belongs to 63 schools all over Kosovo selected to implement energy efficiency measures in an overall investment of around 17 million euros.  

Speaking at the inauguration, the head of EU Office in Kosovo/EU Special Representative, Mr. Samuel Žbogar stated that energy efficiency is important "not only because of necessary infrastructure projects that create new jobs and pull markets out of crisis, but also because the level of consumption of energy can change dramatically, up to 50%, with right mix of measures".

Energy efficiency measures performed at this school include facade insulation, roof structure improvement, windows replacement, new wind fang installation, refurbishment of sanitary facilities in gym complex, installation of PVC flooring, installation of new central heating station, boiler room renovation, heating repair and retrofitting, new lighting system and electrical sockets and retrofitting of electrical distribution board.

Reconstruction works in 8 Marsi" (March 8) school started in May 2014 and finished in September 2014. Energy efficiency measures will reduce energy costs and create a range of environmental, economic, and educational benefits. The school, built in 1966 and extended in 2008 by a three-floor annex building, now has 28 classrooms and cabinets, a library, administrative premises, auxiliary rooms. The number of students is 1225 and 73 teachers including the supporting staff.
EU estimation is that the implementation of the identified measures will help Kosovo government meet the 9 % target of energy savings by 2018.
