Main characteristics of the Call for Proposals:

· It is a world-wide Call; selection of projects will be done by the Commission’s headquarters in Brussels

· The total indicative amount available under this Call for Proposals is € 5 million for the whole world

· This budget will be divided into 2 lots: 

· lot 1 - Children and Armed Conflict:  50% of the total amount (not relevant for Russia)

· lot 2 – Promotion and Protection of the Rights of the Child: 50% of the total amount (relevant for Russia).

· Lot 2 of this call for proposals aims at:

· combating all forms of violence against children, especially those in care and justice institutions 

· contributing to the establishment of effective measures to protect children subject to violence in care and justice institutions

· effective incorporation and implementation into national legislation of the international legal provisions on protection of children victims of violence.

· The initial planned duration of an action may not be lower than 12 months nor exceed 36 months.

· Size of grants: minimum amount: € 150,000, maximum amount: € 750,000.

· The European Commission can finance up to a maximum of 80% of the proposed project (20% of co-financing from the Applicant or from another source shall be secured).

· The deadline for submission of Concept Notes is the 13/03/2009. Concept notes shall be sent to the European Commission in Brussels (cf. Guidelines).
