Informative note
The purpose of the program is to offer the opportunity to regional mass media to get acquainted with the ascension of Slovakia, which began with the EU accession. The agenda of the study program will include online meetings with Slovak institutions, meetings with EU representatives in the Republic of Moldova and will focus on the following components: the socio-economic development of Slovakia, the Slovakia-Moldova relationship, media, civil society, others.

Who is eligible to apply? 
This call for application is addressed mainly to regional media representatives with at least one year of experience in the field and interest in reflecting on EU-Moldova relationship topics:
· Editors in chief, TV & radio producers, young journalists activating in media outlets from the regions of Moldova, including Gagauz Yeri and Transnistrian Region;
· Independent broadcasters producing own programs;
· Journalists who respect ethical standards, plurality of sources and apply the principle of transparency in professional practice;
· Applicants with an intermediate or at least basic level of English.

Note: Journalists representing media outlets founded / financed / subsidized by government, political parties and religious organizations - are not eligible.
